I acknowledge receipt of the separate document entitled DISCLOSURE REGARDING BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION and A SUMMARY OF YOUR RIGHTS UNDER THE FAIR CREDIT REPORTING ACT and certify that I have read and understand both of those documents. I hereby authorize the obtaining of “consumer reports” and/or “investigative consumer reports” by the Copper River Basin Regional Housing Authority (“CRBRHA”) at any time after receipt of this authorization and throughout my tenancy in housing owned by CRBRHA. To this end, I hereby authorize any law enforcement agency, administrator, state, local, or federal agency, institution, school or university (public or private), information service bureau, credit bureau, current or former employer, financial institution, licensing agency, the military, insurance company, and other individuals and entities to furnish any and all background information requested by Nationwide Screening Services, 324 South Service Rd. Melville NY 11747, (877) 696-5700, www.nsshire.com. 

I understand that a “consumer report” or “investigative consumer report” may consist of my driving history (“MVR”) from a state motor vehicle records agency or Department of Motor Vehicles, and authorize CRBRHA to obtain my MVR(s), which may contain personal information about me, such as my photograph, social security number, driver identification number, name, address, telephone number, and medical or disability information.

	Washington State applicants only:  You also have the right to request from the consumer reporting agency a written summary of your rights and remedies under the Washington Fair Credit Reporting Act.  

	Alaska applicants only:  If a consumer credit reporting agency is required to give you a summary of your rights under the Fair Credit Reporting Act, that agency must also notify you of your right to obtain a security freeze.  You may obtain a security freeze on your credit report and credit score for $5 to protect your privacy and ensure that credit is not granted in your name without your knowledge. You may not have to pay the $5 charge if you are a victim of identity theft. You have a right to place a security freeze on your credit report and credit score under state law (AS 45.48.100-45.48.290).  The security freeze will prohibit a consumer credit reporting agency from releasing your credit score and any information in your credit report without your express authorization or approval.
